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Sunday, July 15th - Day 2: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 14, Limoux / Foix 

Group: Ride to Foix and attend the Finish of the stage. 

Hotel: 3* Hotel in Toulouse 

 

After 15 days of race, this stage will mark the beginning of the Pyrenean Mountainsõ stages. The 

riders will go through Limoux to enter the Pyreneans. This stageõs finish promises to be amazing as 

the last two climbs, Port de Lers and Mur de Péguère, are the hardest ones of the day and 

encourage attacks. The massive sprint will certainly be avoided.   

 

Col du Portel: 2.4 km (1.5 miles), 6.3%, 30 km (18 miles) from the Start line. 

Port de Lers: 11,4km (7 miles), 7%, 65km (40 miles) from the Finish line. 

Mur de Péguère: 9.4km (6 miles), 7.9%, 39km (24 miles) from the Finish line. 

 

Cyclists: After breakfast, you will leave the hotel as a group to get to the dayõs route. You will ride 
the 80 last kilometres (50 miles) of the stage to the finish in Foix. 
 
If necessary we will split off into two groups of different ability levels for each day.  
 
Each group will be accompanied by a staff rider and a back-up vehicle with a technician and 
supplies (food and drink). 
 
Would you prefer not to ride through the climbs, an alternative circuit will be available through the 
valley. 
 
Once in Foix, you will stand on the òRoute du Touró to watch the publicity caravan pass by as well 
as the riders, who will be finishing the first Pyrenean stage.

Non Cyclists: You will get on the coach and head for Foix. Along the way, you will be able to 

admire the beauty of the countryside. When you arrive in Foix, you will soon discover a small city 

with a big personality. Surrounded by mountains and sliced with rivers, it is a true gateway to the 

Pyrenees. The villageõs striking medieval castle (òchateauó) is its most imposing monument, and it 

can be seen from all directions. Foix is also capital of the picturesque Ariège department. 

Geographically, it is similarly positioned as a stop between various worlds: the valley and the 

mountains, France and Andorra or Spain, eastern Pyrenees versus west. It has a diversity of rivers, 

streams, hills, mountains, caves and hiking trails. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Shortly after the finish, your coach will drive you back to your hotel in Toulouse, where you will 

spend your second night. On that night, some professional teams will be staying in the same hotel 

as you! It may be a once-in a life-time event, as you will be able to spend the evening close to this 

microcosm: Motor home, mechanics performing maintenance, logistics and riders, who will be 

more relaxed than on the Tour. You will have the lucky opportunity to take pictures and ask for 

autographs.   

 

Foix / Toulouse Hotel: 81 km (50 miles) ð 45 min 
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Monday, July 16th - Day 3: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 15, Samatan / Pau  

Group: Ride on the stage circuit and discover a feeding station.  

Hotel:  Charming 3* Hotel at the foot of the Tourmalet Pass for 4 nights. 
 
 
Today the race will leave from Samatan and head for Pau without presenting any major difficulties, 

but the teams of sprinters will be impatient to fight it out to win the stage. Indeed, this stage will be 

their opportunity to break away before the tough stages start. Thereõs no doubt that we will attend 

a massive sprint. The green jersey will do his best to earn a few points while the favourites will stay 

quietly in the peloton, in preparation for the upcoming big day. 

In 1930, Alfredo Binda led the way for the winners in Pau. He won the first of his only two stages 

on the Tour, although he was considered as being the greatest rider in the interwar period. He only 

took part in the 1930 tour and stayed away from the race for the rest of his career. 

Cyclists: After yesterdayõs strenuous ride, you will enjoy a relaxed day as the stage is totally flat and 

free of any major difficulty. As soon as breakfast is finished, you will leave the hotel as a group to 

reach the dayõs route.  

 

Group: The riders will cycle to the feeding station while 

the non-riders will go there directly by coach. You will see 

the Tour de France staff handing out the òmusettesó 

(bags with the food) to the speeding riders and if you 

wish, you will take part in the crowd picking up the ridersõ 

empty bottles. You will also see the òpublicity caravanó 

passing by and you will be part of this great carnival, at 

the best spot to live the magic of the Tour de France. 

 

After watching the riders going through the feeding station, you will go back to your hotel. This 

evening you will relax at the hotelõs restaurant over a well-deserved meal before sleeping in a cosy 

bed for the night.

Group: Climb the Tourmalet Pass through Lourdes & Argelès. 

Hotel: Charming 3* Hotel at the foot of the Tourmalet Pass. 

 

As the Tour de France riders spend their well-deserved second rest day, after 16 days of tough 

racing, you will have time to explore the area ahead of their arrival on the Col de Tourmalet 

tomorrow. 

 

 
Cyclists: Today you will leave the hotel at 10am for an 82 km (51 mile) circuit that will include the 

legendary Col de Tourmalet. You will join the route of the tour by going through the village of 

Argèles Gazost, up to the summit of Tourmalet.  After stopping at the summit to take photos and 

enjoy the view, you will descend.  This will be a long but achievable day.  Ride at your own pace.  

Remember to keep hydrated and also remember that even the pros need regular snacking.  Carry 

energy bars with you (and please make sure the empty wrappers stay in your pocket to be thrown 

away later.) 

 

 
 
Col de Tourmalet: 18.3 km (11.5 miles) 7.7% 
 
 
 

 

Take the time to enjoy this day, thousands of cyclists dream about doing these kinds of rides, only 

the lucky ones are able to. Tonight, you will appreciate your hotelõs hospitality and attention to 

your comfort as you relax and celebrate your achievement with others over tonight's dinner. 
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Non cyclists: Today, you will have the opportunity to go on a hike in the mountains and visit the 

UNESCO heritage site on the Pic du Midi. At 2877m high, it is easily reached by cable car as it 

takes only 15 minutes. One can see over 300km ahead. This is a magnificent environment, which 

dominates the valley, and offers extraordinary panoramic views over the whole of the Pyrenees 

from its terraces. Do not forget to bring your camera. 
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Wednesday, July 18th - Day 5: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 16, Pau / Bagnères de Luchon 

Group: Experience the crowd of supporters at the Tourmalet. 

Hotel: Charming 3* Hotel at the foot of the Tourmalet Pass. 

 
Many people identify this stage as the most decisive for the favorites. It is a day that may well 

determine the overall winner, but it is not just the battle for overall that will take place.  There will 

be riders looking for the honor of a mountain top win on Tourmalet.  There will be a best climber, 

and there will be the sprinters struggling to finish before the time cut.  This is the stage you do not 

want to miss; a stage to remember and that will keep you saying: òI was thereó. 

  
Our hotelõs location is excellent for accessing todayõs stage, 

which means that we will be able to spend the day without any 

coach. This will be another great day on the bike. 

 

Col du Tourmalet: 17,1km (11 miles), 7.3% 

 

 

Cyclists: After breakfast, you will leave the hotel to ride to the top of the Tourmalet. It will be a 

great spot to watch the race and this will be a wonderful experience for you. Once the last rider 

will have passed by, followed by the broom wagon, you will descend the Tourmalet. Be very 

careful on the descent as there are thousands of people also going down the hill on foot, bikes and 

cars.  We will gather over a much deserved dinner, you'll sleep well tonight.   

 

The distance from the hotel to the Top of Tourmalet is 45km (28 miles). 

 

Non cyclists: We will take the coach and get to the Aspin climb, (which is the third climb of the 

day), in order to catch a glimpse of the race atmosphere and to see the riders pass by.  Watching 

the tour riders is always interesting as the complexity of the race changes. There are races within 

the race, and strategies develop between groups of riders with their personal goals always balanced 

by the needs of the team, as the race develops. Then it will be time to get back to the hotel, in 

order to enjoy the rest of the day.  
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Thursday, July 19th - Day 6: 

 

Tour de France: Stage 17, Bagnères-de-Luchon / Peyragudes 

Group: Ride the Climb of Peyresourde and reach the finish area. 

Hotel: Charming 3* Hotel at the foot of the Tourmalet Pass. 

 

This day will be under high tension as it will be the most threatening stage for the favourites of the 

Tour, a decisive turn for the win.  The field is favourable to a great struggle. 

 

Cyclists: After an early breakfast, todayõs stage will take you to the summit of Peyresourde. Your 

coach will first drive you to the village of Arreau, located in the valley right before the Peyresourde 

Pass. From there, you will climb up to Peyresourde and Peyragudes. Riding this mountain stage 

ahead of time will give you the opportunity to experience the same "Tour de France" atmosphere 

as the pros do.  You will enjoy the fanfare and good-natured encouragement of the crowd, some 

who have been parked there for days in advance. You will see flags from nations in Europe, and of 

course from Australia, the US, South Africa and more.

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Once the yellow jersey is finished, we will head for Paris by coach. Within 1 hour and a half, you 

will be in Paris where your guides will take you to your 4* hotel near the Champs Elysées.  In the 

morning, our van will have picked up your luggage and your bikes and will have reached Paris. 

You will stay in a 4* hotel on a B&B basis, it is located in what is known as the òGolden Triangleó.  

We have chosen this hotel near the finish line near the Champs Elysées as an ideal point from 

which to make the most of your stay in Paris.  You will be in the perfect location to watch the final 

stage and from there, you will have easy access to all major interests in Paris.  Although the hotel is 

located in a quiet neighbourhood, you will be in the heart of the action.
