Paris Roubaix is a legendary cycling event and one of the oldest races having first run in 
1896, as a warm up for Bordeaux – Paris.

Riders fear and love this race which is why it is called either the “Queen of the Classics”, 
or the “Hell of the North”.  These two quotes below describe how riders feel about Paris-

meet and share this unique event with hundreds of other well-motivated riders. During this 
event you will ride the legendary cobbles of the Paris-Roubaix race.

By booking your Paris-Roubaix Challenge with us, you will benefit from our years of experience 
in organizing tours.   We hope that the following information is helpful and we look forward to

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YOUR TRAVEL :
Please arrange your flights to arrive before noon into Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport.

Today you will arrive at Paris Charles de Gaulle airport before 12:00 when your bus is 
scheduled to depart. 

Your guides will welcome you at the airport and your private coach will take you to your hotel.

For your comfort, you will be spending the next 2 nights in a 3* hotel.
Your hotel has been booked for you on a half-board basis (bed and breakfast with dinner - 
wine and water included).

This hotel is conveniently located in a strategic section of the race, the exit of cobblestone 
# 12.

When you arrive at your hotel, you will be free to prepare your bike and/or relax.  In the 
evening, you will have your first dinner with the group and enjoy local wines and traditional 
dishes from the region.  You will enjoy meeting other riders participating in this challenge.

You will today do some reconnaissance on 7 cobbled sections, starting from the town of 
Denain to Orchies, among which are the legendary Wallers Arenberg cobbles. A 26 kilometers 
circuit (16 miles) will be suggested to those who wish to train and ride. This circuit will be 
made of 5 cobbled sectors, one of them being Mons en Pevèle, known as one of the hardest. 

You will then get back to your hotel and enjoy the rest of the day while your bike is checked 
by our mechanics. 

A massage will be provided to people who will have made the request. 

Dinner will be served in your hotel.  
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2Thursday, March 29th

1Wednesday, March 28th
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In the morning, you will have time to go for an easy ride. For those who wish, possibility to 
do some more reconnaissance on the cobbled sections located near the hotel. Lunch will be 
served in the hotel. Our coach will then take you to your new hotel.  

Because you have chosen Ronan Pensec Travel, you are one of the privileged riders who 
will be provided with the most convenient hotel accommodation possible.  For your comfort, 
you will be spending the next 3 nights in a 2* hotel located in Saint Quentin, near the Start. 
Your hotel has been booked for you on a half-board basis (bed and breakfast with dinner - 
wine and water included).

We have chosen your hotel to be only a short distance away from the start area. You won’t 
have to worry about bus schedules.  This makes it very convenient to be at the start on the 
day of the event. (April 1st).

A massage will be provided to people who will have made the request.
Dinner will be served in a restaurant only at a stone’s throw from the hotel.  

You will start the day with a plentiful breakfast that will give you energy for this last preparation 
day. After breakfast, you will be given the opportunity to go for an easy ride to warm up and 
get your legs ready for the ultimate day on the cobbles.

In the afternoon, you will be able to ride to the Paris-Roubaix Challenge start village with its 
bicycle exhibition, where all the major European manufacturers will be present. This is also 
where you will sign in and pick up your bib number.

After picking up your bib number and spending time at the village, enjoying the atmosphere 
and perhaps meeting other riders, it will be time to head back to your hotel.  Later on, you will 
relax over a dinner especially prepared to give you all the energy you need for the upcoming 
challenge.

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D-day, the Paris-Roubaix Challenge!

Today is the day! This is your opportunity to live up to the same challenge as the professionals, 
by riding a part of the legendary Paris-Roubaix.

You will be riding the last 135 km (84 miles) of this famous Course. Because your hotel is 
located nearby, you will be able to ride directly to the start area in Saint Quentin.

The race start time is 7.00am.  After an early breakfast you will ride to the start village 
and prepare for the challenge. There you’ll take your place among the thousands of other 
contestants coming from all over the world and competing in this great cycling event.

Your ride will begin in Saint Quentin. The course will take you to the same roads as the pro 
riders on the next day. You will enjoy the sensation and excitement of being on this course, 
among your fellow riders.

When you are finished with your race, your coach will take you back to your hotel in Saint 
Quentin.  There you will be able to have dinner with your friends, compare notes, and 
celebrate your glorious ride.

Finally, it will be time to say goodbye to this year’s Paris-Roubaix. Your guides will be available 
to help you, should you have any question or request, and to wish you a nice trip back home.

Each participant to the Paris-Roubaix Challenge is required to 
provide a medical certificate from his/her physician stating that he/she is in good 
physical condition and that he/she can take part in a cycling competition. We will 
need to receive this application form/medical certificate no later than on January 31st, 
2012.
